
Device would 
let emergency 
crews easily
detect 
radiation after 
explosions

  OSHAWA -- Amid the 
chaos of a radioactive 
bomb explosion, first 
responders need to know 
who to treat first.
 A local UOIT professor 
thinks he has the answer 
to that problem.
 Professor Ed Waller has 
designed a mask that just 
needs to be held up to 
the face of someone who 
may have been exposed 
and a red light will let 
medics know right away 
who needs to be treated, 
Dr. Waller said.
 He decided on a mask 
concept for first respond-
ers because it is easy 
to use and can be used 
to diagnose many peo-
ple quickly, something 
needed in the aftermath 
of an explosion, he said. 
 This keeps healthy peo-
ple from creating a back-

log of patients who need 
to be seen immediately, 
he said.
 “It’s simple enough to 
use,” Dr. Waller said.
 There are many devic-
es out on the market that 
test radiation, but this 
one is unique because it 
is geared towards easy 
use in a busy situation, 
Dr. Waller said.
 The mask is still being 
tested but Dr. Waller said 

it will hopefully be avail-
able for first responders 
unit soon. 
 The mask is on its way 
to a testing facility in 
Europe early next year, 
he said.
 For now, there is much 
interest from organiza-
tions in buying the mask 
even though the pro-
totype still needs to be 
tested more extensively, 
Dr. Waller said.
